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Training Students
Last weekend was wonderful! I joined the Mid-Atlantic
campus ministers for the fall training conference. Four
tracks were offered, and I taught Knowing and Growing in
Grace – the foundation of our faith.

Campus ministries have resumed meeting in-person, but
it’s been a challenging semester. After a year trying to stay
in touch by video, there is a feeling of starting over. And
for leadership development, we essentially lost a year. So
it was great to see over 50 students come to this confer-
ence, and to resume vital aspects of student ministry.

Serving in Church
This fall I have been busy with several projects in our
church. I have been teaching the adult Sunday School class
about worship. My text is Hebrews 12:24-25:

But you have come to Mount Zion and to the city of
the living God, the heavenly Jerusalem, and to innu-
merable angels in festal gathering, and to the assembly
of the firstborn who are enrolled in heaven, and to
God, the judge of all, and to the spirits of the righ-
teous made perfect, and to Jesus, the mediator of a
new covenant, and to the sprinkled blood that speaks
a better word than the blood of Abel.

I’ve enjoyed studying and teaching what it means to gather
on the Lord’s Day with the angels and saints – and Jesus!

I have been leading a Bible study in Daniel. As we have
been watching the battle between Yahweh and the gods of
Babylon, we have been asking, “Who are the true enemies
of God here?”
Several less visible, but time-consuming projects for the
church have filled out the year. A big one was creating a
method of liturgy booklet production which anyone can
use on any computer. Another large project was creating
a lectionary for scripture readings on the Lord’s Day for
each week of the year.
After preaching on the importance of  reading the scrip-
ture daily, I created some devotional guides to help those
who have trouble knowing how to use personal devotional
time productively.

COVID has made this process more difficult. Ordinarily we
would have visited this place in the summer, but it is still
locked down. We hope to visit after Christmas to get a
better sense of our suitability for this work.
